ROUTE DETAILS 

1. Castle Station  [B] Main gateway into town, will be a major future 
commercial/transport development. Public Realm  [G]. The route to All Saints is 
being developed as the first flagship major investment (£7M) into the 'public realm' 
for Northampton. To encourage private investment in Northampton. Pass St Peters 
Church  [C], redundant but the site of the town's first church and a 'root' of the 
Christian faith. Pass Sol Central/Vue  [A], leisure plus casino. All Saints Piazza. [C] 

 
2. Regent Square [A]  Opposite Casino  [A] on Sheep St. Pass Sex Shop  [A] consider as well 
possible links of the sex trade to human trafficking. Pass Night Club  [A] opposite and then Holy 
Sepulchre Church  [C].  At junction with Lady's Lane, Tax Offices  [G] on the right. On left is 
Greyfriars Bus Station  [B] whose soon-to-be decided future will influence regeneration of retail 
heart of town. On corner (small blue plaque) is part of what was Philip Doddridge’s Academy [C] 
circa AD1730. Turn right into Bradshaw St with Fish Market  [A] on corner, currently promotes art 
and which may turn into an area for buses. Pass New Testament Church of God  [C] in College 
Street. Historic church building with a new lease of life. All Saints Piazza.  [C]  
 

3. Campbell Square  [O] Central Police Station  with Fire Station  [O] alongside. 
Pass Law Courts  [O]. Through Bus Station/ Grosvenor Centre  [B], soon to be 
announced site of major retail investment essential for town's commercial future. 
Into Market Square  [B] historic trading area which needs to re-establish its identity. 
All Saints Piazza.  [C]  

 
4. Northampton College  (new building on Mounts) [E] Adjacent is the Chronicle & Echo [M] and 
opposite is the Job Centre  [G]. Down to top of Abington Street. Jesus Centre  [C]  
with numerous community programmes and BBC Radio Northampton  [M].  
Abington Street  [B], a main trading area which is in need of regeneration.  
Street sculpture  [E] celebrating discovery of DNA involving a local man.  
Cobblers Statue  [A] reminding us of our heritage. All Saints Piazza . [C] 
 

5. St Giles Church  [C] outside south door adjacent St Giles St. The Manna House 
bookshop  [C] on the left, Counselling Service  [C] on the right. Along St Giles Street to 
the Guildhall  [G], home to Northampton Borough Council. St Giles street  [B], home to 
independent retailers. All Saints Piazza.  [C]  

 
6. General Hospital  [H] Our main NHS Hospital  being continuously redeveloped  
- a possibility of a complete move to the Princess Marina area in Duston? 
Along Derngate passing the refurbished 78 Derngate  [A]. Pass the new YMCA 
[C] homeless/assisted living project. Alongside Royal/Derngate  [A] entertainment 
complex into Guildhall Road. Pass County Council Offices  [G] and Central  
Museum  [A]. Along Georges Row with various Banks  [B]. All Saints Piazza.  [C] 
 
7. Carlsberg  [L] at bottom of Bridge Street. Use of alcohol in the leisure industry and modern life. 

Plough Hotel  [B] accommodation as part of our trade and leisure industry, one of 
the earlier town hotel's. Church Restaurant (ex-St John's Hospital ) [A] early 
Catholic church  [C] with emphasis on prayer and rest  AD 1124. Up Bridge Street 
passing new Casino  [A] on left. Gambling, addiction, debt. Bridge Street as the  

centre of Northampton's nightlife  [A]. Prospects for Street Pastors  [C]. Estate Agents  [B]  
represent another area of trade and finance. The need for affordable housing. All Saints Piazza.
